In the past years, 

our group participated in hiking, bike riding, an outdoor “ropes” course (swinging, 

climbing, balancing) arts and crafts, make your own sundae, teambuilding activities, non-

competitive games, making “smores” at a campfire, etc.  For several summers, we took a 

group of our high school students (before our school was split into two schools) for an 

overnight! We finished an exhausting, but exhilarating day with a sing-along and a hearty 

meal.  The Camp provided lunch, dinner, and snacks with group leaders, who are trained 

in working with exceptional children and their families. 

 

In addition to experiencing new, fun-filled, well supervised, activities, this trip enables 

families to experience new and fun activities along with other P.S. 596X families.
